	Pupil voice data in July 2025 shows that 74% of pupils in year 2 to year 6 feel PE is always fun.




Pupil voice data in July 2025 shows that 91% of pupils in year 2 to year 6 like to run round and be active at break and lunchtime and that 87% of pupils feel there are things to do at lunchtime.


Wide range of sports clubs offered to pupils over the year: football, karate, netball, rounders, hockey

69% of pupils (year 2 to year 6) surveyed in July 2025 take part in school sports clubs.



In 2024-25 100% of KS1 and 2 pupils competed in inter schools competition within our local school sports partnership.  Competitions included: dodgeball, netball, indoor athletics, cross country running, hockey, rounders
